The 80’s and the 90’s saw a number of successful musicals such as Cafs,
West Side Story, Annie Get Your Gun, Grease, Fame, Hairand Little
Shop of Horror.

The end of the 90’s and the beginning of 21" Century emphasised on
farce through the long-running success Hotelliggaren (transl. “The
hotel register”) followed by Svensson Svensson. We also had guests
from Gothenburg through the group Galenskaparna and After Shave
performing & #// & (transl. “Whatnot™) and Ju/ Jul Jul (transl.
“Christmas Christmas Christmas”)
